In 1995, the Northern California Cancer Center (NCCC) joined five other leading cancer
centers to establish the {‘c}spcrative Family ﬁ%i@try for Breast Cancer Studies (CFRBCSy:
Columbia University, New York; Fox Chase Cancer Center, Philadelphia; Huntsman Cancer
Institute, Salt Lake City; Ountario Cancer Care, Toronto, Canada; and the University of
Melbourne, Melbourne, Australia. This Registry, funded by the National Cancer Institute
{NCT), serves as an mportant resource for conducting breast cancer research,

Over the last five vears, thanks to the tremendous outpouring of support from all of our
participants, we have contributed substantially to the creation ot a unique and powerful
resource. The CFRBCS is now poised 10 address many of the unanswered questions in breast
cancer research. Of the more than 7,000 participating families across all centers, more than
1,400 come from the San Francisco Bay Area (See page 2). Thank you all for making this
such a success!

Recently, each of the centers submitted proposals to the Nmixmal Cancer Institute reguesting
funding to maintain the Registry for use (including the follow-up of families) and to enhance
the resource. Our proposal was rated highest of all six proposals and the Northern California
Family Registry will continue adding minority breast cancer families for the next five years.
This will include 1,060 African American, Chinese, Latino, Japanese and Filipine famities,
Thus, in five more years we will have almost 3,000 families from Northern California in this
Registry,
